Response: The City of Pasadena Housing Department will issue a Request for
Qualifications (RFQ), inviting non-profit agencies with experience providing Homeless
Prevention and/or Rapid Re-housing programs to submit proposals to operate one or both
of these programs. Funding will be made available through this process to provide case

management and financial assistance. Proposers will be encouraged to apply for funding
for short-term, shallow subsidies in conjunction with case management. The process will
be weighted in favor of organizations which have the capacity to begin operation of the
proposed program quickly. Agencies will be required to demonstrate their screening
process to ensure that the most appropriate households are assisted.

3. Briefly describe the process the grantee plans to use, once HUD signs the grant
agreement, to allocate funds available to subgrantees by September 30, 2009, as
required by the HPRP Notice (limit 250 words).

Response: The City of Pasadena will conduct the RFQ process concurrently with
HUD reviewing the Substantial Amendments. The City will have selected providers by
the time the Amendment is approved, and will be prepared to enter into contracts with the
subgrantees who will operate the programs. Due to the abbreviated time-frame for
allocating and expending HPRP funds, strong preference will be given to agencies
currently providing these services to low-income households in the City.

4. Describe the grantee’s plan for ensuring the effective and timely use of HPRP grant
funds on eligible activities, as outlined in the HPRP Notice. Include a description
of how the grantee plans to oversee and monitor the administration and use of its
own HPRP funds, as well as those used by its subgrantees (limit 500 words).

Response: The RFQ the City will issue will be strongly weighted toward providers
who are already serving persons who are likely to be eligible for HPRP funding and are
experienced in operating Homeless Prevention or Rapid Re-housing programs. Because
we will conduct the RFQ process concurrently with HUD's review of the Substantial
Amendment, it is expected that providers will have been selected by the time HUD has
approved the Amendment. Through this process, the City will be able to quickly, and prior
to September 30, 2009, enter into sub-recipient agreements with the subgrantees. As the
subgrantees selected will have experience providing HPRP-eligible services, they will be
able to begin provision of these services to eligible households once the sub-recipeint
agreements are signed.

Monitoring of the use of HPRP funds will begin with technical assistance to
subgrantees and City staff both prior to award during the RFQ process, and once awards
have been made, during the contracting process. The City will prepare an HPRP handbook
for internal and subgrantee use that explicitly lists eligible, ineligible, and prohibited
activities and eligibility criteria and requirements for program participants. Both fiscal and
program monitoring of subgrantees will be conducted on an annual basis. The City is the
lead agency for the Continuum's Homeless Management Information Sytem (HMIS) and
will ensure that client-level data is entered for all households receiving assistance with
HPRP funds. Subgrantees will be required to provide reports monthly to the City through
the HMIS.

Briefly describe how the grantee plans to collaborate with the local agencies that
can serve similar target populations, which received funds under the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 from other Federal agencies, including the
U.S. Departments of Education, Health and Human Services, Homeland Security,
and Labor (limit 250 words).

Response: The City will collaborate with the Foothill Employment & Training
Connection (FETC), the regional One-Stop Career Center which is funded through
the Workforce Investment Act. The FETC is a recipient of Stimulus Funding from
the Department of Labor, allocated through the State of California. The FETC will
be both an outreach location to inform eligible persons about HPRP-funded
services and a collaborator in the provision of services. This collaboration will
occur through mutual referral of clients and regular meetings of case managers
from HPRP subgrantees, the FETC, and Housing Department staff to ensure
clients have access to the full array of services available through all programs.
FETC clients will be referred to HPRP programs for housing locator services,
short-term rental subsidies, other financial assistance, and case management.
HPRP clients will be referred to the FETC for employment counseling, training,
employment case management, and financial assistance.

The City will also collaborate with the Los Angeles County Department of Public
Social Services (DPSS), which administers the County's TANF, Medi-Cal and food
stamps programs. Eligible households participating in the Citys' HPRP funded
programs will be referred for benefitsfor which they may be eligible.

Collaboration with the FETC and DPSS is consistent with the Anti-poverty
Strategy outlined in the Consolidated Plan (2005-2010).

Briefly describe how the grantee plans to collaborate with appropriate
Continuum(s) of Care and mainstream resources regarding HPRP activities (limit
250 words).

Response: The Pasadena Housing & Homeless Network is the principal planning
entity for the City's Continuum of Care. Mainstream resource providers, including
representatives from the Social Security Administration and the Los Angeles
County Department of Public Social Services, which administers Temporary Aid to
Needy Families, are members of the Network. The plan for allocating the HPRP
funding was agendized and discussed at the March 5 and April 2, 2009 Network
meetings. The Network supported the City's plan for allocating the funding and the
estimated budget summary. It is expected that providers who participate in the
City's Continuum of Care and who are currently providing Rapid Re-housing and
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Substantial Amendment to the Consolidated Plan 2008 Action Plan for the
Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP)

Homeless Prevention services will apply for HPRP funding through the RFQ
process. Outreach to eligible households will be done through Continuum of Care
agencies and mainstream resource providers. Services provided to eligible
households assisted with HPRP funds will include services provided through the
City's Continuum of Care, including participation in Sources job preparation
program; access to case management; and transitional and permanent supportive
housing. HPRP participants will also be referred to mainstream resources,
including food stamps, cash aid, Social Security benefits, and unemployment
benefits.

Briefly describe how HPRP grant funds for financial assistance and housing
relocation/stabilization services will be used in a manner that is consistent with the
grantee’s Consolidated Plan (limit 250 words).

Response: The City's Consolidated Plan incorporates recommendations from the
City's 10-Year Strategy to End Homelessness. The 10-Year Strategy calls for the
adoption of a Homeless Prevention Program. This program launched in May, 2007
and HPRP funding will be allocated, through the RFQ process, to subgrantees that
are provding homeless prevention services consistent with those provided through
the Homeless Prevention Program. It is expected that the majority of households
served through the HPRP-funded programs will meet at least one the priority
housing needs as identified in the Consolidated Plan (2005-2010).
