Yearly Comparison – Fireworks vs. All CFS 
7/4 0700 – 7/5 0700 

Key Points 
• On average, Firework CFS on 7/4 0700-

7/5 0700 account for 31.7% of all CFS. 
They accounted for 33.7% in 2015.  

• Firework CFS increased by 18.6% from 
2014, but were 18.5% lower than 2013 
numbers. 

• Despite 12 of the dispositions being 
“Report,” no Firework calls on 7/4 0700-
7/5 0700 2011-2015 have actually been 
given case numbers (see below table).
